2nd Letter to Timothy 2,14-26
Bless The Lord! For we are starting with his Grace this second year of this Disciple School and each day the number of receivers of this weekly Word increases. Let us keep filling our hearts with the word of the Lord and let us conquest the Net for the Kingdom of the Lord.

Teachings: 1. The church is the only place on Earth where all people are equal and love is the link of relationships, but it seems that in Ephesus where Timothy was one of the pastors, arguing, empty and blasphemous words were a constant exercise for some members of that congregation that even affirmed that Jesus’ resurrection did not took place. Last week I received fake teachings that via e-mail from a Pastor of one of the Christian groups that exist in Internet. We should be careful with what we send or receive. On certain occasion I had to stop a laborious sister that was sending messages with a mixture of Christianism and New Age. The church has to stay away from the fake doctrines that are around. Right now I am reading a book written by a Venezuelan “apostle”, that in the middle of the truth contains many errors and that is the  most efficient way to pervert others’ faith. In those times (Timothy’s) there were Hymenaeus and Philetus. How come that such false theories enter into congregations  without anyone that denounce them and be able to counter rest them?

2. Verse 15 is key to the church because it enables it to have healthy and mature leaders and servants of God, men or women with God’s approval. God loves us but does not approve our errors or heresies. That is why the apostle encourages this young preacher to present himself before God as an approved worker that uses the truth well. In other translations it is interprets the truth well. The most faithful and literal translation of this key text is in Reina Valera 1960’s version (Spanish). The idea is to go in a straight line. This must be one of the most important duties of God’s men and women, those who say that love Him and His Word. The intensive learning under the guide of the Holy Spirit, a humble heart and the eagerness to know more about God each day and then, the objective, to preach the word to others and teach them well. Each day it is becoming necessary to have more preachers, to get busy into other areas can be good but we always have to look for the best. We should never be conformed to the good things; we should go up until the optimum. The best way to overcome false doctrines is to know the healthy one. 
It came to my mind something that I read in the newspaper some years ago: The experts of the Central Bank (State) in order to discover fake copies of bills never study the fake ones, but rather they study and specialize in the originals, so when fake ones appear they can identify then immediately.

There are many false doctrines that we would lose the wonderful time of life that God has given us by studying them. It is better to study the Word of Truth, and fakeness will fall on its own weight. 

3. But bless our God for his foundament remains solid and unmovable, and it contains a seal: The Lord knoweth them that are his. And let every one that nameth the name of Christ depart from iniquity (19). This knowledge, therefore, is not a mere theory, in it takes us to sanctification. This knowledge is eminently practice that does not stay in good intentions, but it transforms the lives of those who invoke it.
Here Paul goes on to describe the reality of the church (verse 20), not its ideal, but rather its reality and he compares it with a huge house where there are all types of utensils. The ideal should be of those utensils for honorable uses. These verses are a cheap justification for neither conformism nor Christian mediocrity. The sad reality of so many churches has to make us thinking about going out the pond of poor spirituality, instead we should try to increase our Spiritual Quality. That is what our Father expects from us. 

4. Youthful Lusts or flesh desires are passions proper of young Timothy and shared by all youngsters and because of nature they are present in their beings and that have only a legitimate channel that is holy matrimony, place of joy and satisfaction. But as long as the young remains single and has been devoted to the Lord, he has to stop and not give place to his natural and legitimate desires, and the best way is to commit one hundred percent to the evangelical challenges of justice, faith, love, peace and union with all those that invoke the lord with a pure heart. It is hard to resist to those passions if the friends around are slaves of their desires. It is not “cooler” that fellow that falls into temptation. On the contrary, it is not cool at all, he has not will, he is governed by his hormones. If he is “macho” enough, he that has the same natural desires is able to control himself and devote his mind and time to major goals.
II. Misión for Live (from now onwards). 
Propose yourself a permanent task: avoid being a useless utensil and be honorable so that the Lord of the House can have people ready to all good deeds.

III. Personal Evaluation. 
Each time it is shorter the time in which Institutions evaluate themselves so that they do not expect failure if it is made between long periods. To say the truth, a Christian should do it each day, probably he well take less time that a useless TV program.
